We are highly appreciative to all who have supported us in previous years. We are pleased to invite you to our 46th
annual on property ram auction.

Inspection from 8:30am - 200 Quality Poll Merino Rams
(Watch for signs to turn from the main Karoonda/Loxton road at Sandalwood)

After a tough year in 2018, it is quite incredible to see how well our rams have developed. They display all of the
breeding objectives that we aim to produce through the best genetics we can source-long, deep bodies with huge
barrel and muscle.

This year's sale rams were shorn with 6 months wool growth, averaging 70 staple length and cut 8.99kgs. They
were also scanned and weighed on the 1st of March at 10-11 months of age (shorn). See attached data regarding
this. We believe all rams should be scanned before they cut their teeth as the figures are more relevant with the
wether lamb trade.

Sires of this year’s sale team include Seymour Park 23 ($25,000), Seymour Park 68, Sey-mour Park 111 ($13,000),
Old Ashrose 445 ($45,000), East Mundulla 22, WP Majestic, Kamora Park 800, Kamora Park 522 ($10,000), Ka-
mora Park 333 ($18,000), Kamora Park 143 and Kamora Park Syndicate.

Over the last 3 years we have used artificial insemination (1000 ewes per year) and also flush a select team of 12
ewes in our embryo transfer program. We consistently source the best sires that align with our breeding values and
program. This has given us a huge advantage in fast producing the quality of sheep Kamora Park are renowned
for. Every year our Al lambs drop in the 1st week of April, while out natural mate lambs drop from the 1st of May.

Each year we also class our ewe hoggets at 50% to maintain the quality of our breeding ewes.

We will be showing or displaying select teams at the Bendigo Sheep & Wool Show, the South East Field Day at
Keith and the Royal Adelaide Show. We will be offering 4 rams again in this year's Adelaide Ram Sale. Last year
at Adelaide we sold 5 rams, averaging $10,300.
